A técnica de aspiragéo folicular transvaginal guiada por ultra-som (TUGA) foi utilizada pela primeira vez em
reproducéo assistida de equinos em 1992 e desde entdo vem sendo aperfeicoada. Com o crescente interesse nos procedimen
de transferéncia de odcitos (TO), transferéncia de gametas intrafallopiana (GIFT) e mais recentemente na transferéncia nucleat
(TN), a recuperacéo de odcitos de boa qualidade tornou-se um passo fundamental do processo. Diversas técnicas e equipament
podem ser empregados com esta finalidade. Os experimentos foram conduzidos com o objetivo de avaliar a taxa de recuperacéa
de odcitos de foliculos pré-ovulatérios de cinco protocolos de puncdes. Dois niveis de presséo negativa: Baixa (B) (150 — 200
mmHg) e Alta (A) (250 — 300 mmHg) e trés modelos de agulha: curta 14 G (C14); curta 18 G (C18) e longa 18 G (L18) foram
testados. Cinglienta e quatro foliculos de 48 éguas foram aspirados. Estes animais foram distribuidos completamente ao acas
em cinco grupos experimentais (G) Gl: (B-C14) (n=22); GlI: (B-L18) (n=3); GlII: (B-L18) (n=18); GIV: (A-C18) (n=5); GV: (A-

L18) (n=6). Vinte e duas éguas receberam 2500 Ul de hCG, 14 tiveram seus foliculos aspirados e 2 odcitos foram recuperados
(14,3%) Dos 54 foliculos aspirados, 4 oécitos foram recuperados (7,41%): Gl (n=1), Glll (n=1) e GIV (n=2). Trés destes 0dcitos
foram transferidos para o oviduto de éguas receptoras através das técnicas de GIFT (n=2) e TO (n=1). Nao foi observado
desenvolvimento embriondrio nas receptoras nos 14, 15 e 16 dias pos-transferéncia.

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Follicular transvaginal ultrasound guided aspiration (TUGA) procedure was first used in equine assisted reproduction
in 1992 an has been improved since then. With the increased interest in the techniques of oocyte transfer (OT) and gamete
intrafallopian transfer (GIFT) and most recently in nuclear transfer (NT), the recovery of a good quality oocyte became an
important step in the process. Different methods and equipments can be used with this purpose. The experiment was conducted
with the objective to evaluate oocyte recovery rates from preovulatory follicles of five different punction protocols.I$wo leve
of negative pressure: Low (L) (150-200 mmHg) and High (H) (250-300mmHg) and three needle types:short14G (S14); short
18G (S18) and long 18G (L18) were tested Fifty four follicles of 48 mares were aspired. This animals was randomicaly distribute
in five experimental groups (G) Gl: (L-S14) (n=22); GlI: (L-L18) (n=3); GlII: (L-L18) (n=18); GIV: (H-S18) (n=5); GV: (H-L18)
(n=6) .Twenty two mares received 2500UI of hCG, 14 mares had follicules aspired and 2 oocytes were recovered (14,3%). Four
oocytes were recovered from 54 follicular aspirations (7, 41%): Gl (n=1), GlII (n=1) and GIV (n=2). Three oocytes were
transfered into the oviduct of recipient mares through GIFT (n=2) and OT (n=1). It was not observed embryonic development
in recipient mares on days14, 15 and 16 after transfers.
