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O presente trabalho disserta sobre a medicina homeopética na veterindria. Através de estudo exploratério
bibliogréfico de sintese of erece um ordenamento do conhecimento homeopéti co e esté estruturado em trés grandes tépicos.
Inicia com um breve relato histérico da vida de Samuel Hahnemann e do desenvolvimento da homeopatia. Em seguida,
apresenta os principais fundamentos fil osoficos e cientificos da medicina homeopética, que sdo: o pensamento vitalista, 0
principio dos semel hantes, aexperimentagdo no homem s&o, o medicamento diluido e dinamizado, o medicamento Gnico, a
individualizacdo do doente e sua totalidade sintomatica. Apresenta, ainda, a concepcdo homeopética de doenca. Por fim,
descreve a conduta homeopética na clinica de cées e gatos. Nesse capitulo, inicia com a descri¢do do principal livro
homeopédtico - 0 Organon - edescreve as outras duas ferramentas princi pais de trabal ho do exercicio damedicinahomeopética:
o repertdrio e as matérias médicas. Na descricdo da consulta homeopatica, inicia considerando sobre o observador médico
e apresenta os diferentes estégios dessa prética, da resenha e historia clinica até a avaliacéo da evolucédo do quadro do
paciente, passando pel os exames clinico e complementares, andlise do caso, escol hado medicamento e prescrigdo. Conclui
sintetizando os aspectos principais dessa medicina.
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The present work examinesthe homeopathic medicinein veterinary. Through synthetic bibliographic exploratory
study, it offers an organization of the homeopathic knowledge, structured in three big topics. It starts with a brief historic
report on Samuel Hahnemann's life and the development of homeopathy, followed by the presentation of the main philo-
sophical and scientific fundamentals of the homeopathic medicine, which are: the vitalist thinking, the principle of simili-
tude, the experimentation with healthy human beings, the diluted and dynamized remedy, the single remedy, the patient’s
individualization and the totality of symptoms. This study also presents the homeopathic concept of illness. Finaly, it
describes the homeopathic procedures in the clinic of dogs and cats. This chapter starts with a description of the most
important homeopathic book - the Organon - and describes the two other main tools for the homeopathic medicine: the
repertory and the materias medicas. In describing the homeopathic appointment, it starts considering the doctor observer
and presents the different stages of this practice, the review and clinic history, until the assessment of the evolution of the
patient’s condition, the clinic and additional exams, case analysis, choice of remedy and prescription. The study is con-
cluded with a synthesis of the main aspects of this medicine.
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
