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Resumo

A partir da arte hieroglifica baseada no parentesco linguistico estabelecido entre a
lingua faradnica e as outras linguas kandianas (africanas) modernas, esta arte (na
lingua bekwel do Gabao) representa uma imagem-fala que aborda a reacéo das
aguas, quando o ser humano maltrata a terra. A arte traz a discussao a partir de uma
perspectiva kandiana. Se a terra e o humano derivam da mesma fonte (orgéanica e
linguistica), o dano causado a terra tera consequéncias na vida (humana e outras).

From the hieroglyphic art based on the genetic relationship established between the
Pharaonic language and modern Kandian (African) languages, this art represents an
image-speech that addresses the reaction pf waters when the human being harms the
earth. The art introduces the discussion from a Kandian perspective. If the earth and
the human derive from the same source (organic and linguistic), the damage done to
the earth will have consequences in life (human and others).
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
